Rate Zone areas for this Agreement are described below. 
 
Eastern Sonoma County/Petaluma Zone 
 
Eastern Sonoma County Area:  The unincorporated eastern area of Sonoma County, serving 
residences and businesses inside a boundary line starting at the intersection of Sears Point Road 
(Hwy. 37) and Tolay Creek (just east of Arnold Drive/Hwy. 121), continuing east along Sears 
Point Road (Hwy. 37) to the Napa/Sonoma County line, then northerly along the County line to 
the northeast corner of Sec. 1, T11N, R9W, then southwesterly to the intersection of Barr Ranch 
Road and Ridge Oaks Road, crossing Geysers Road at its intersection with Geysers Resort Road, 
then west, crossing Highway 101 at Seghesio Road, crossing Dutcher Creek Road just south of 
Knecht Road, to the center of the Dry Creek arm of Lake Sonoma, then southeast along the 
center of the lake basin to the Warm Springs Dam, then southerly, including West Dry Creek 
Road and Dry Creek Road, crossing West Side Road at Wohler Bridge, continuing along Wohler 
Road to River Road, then southerly, encompassing Vine Hill Road, to the intersection of Vine 
Hill Road and Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116), and then along Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 
116) to Occidental Road, then east along Occidental Road to the Santa Rosa city limits, then 
going east then south, along the perimeter of Santa Rosa to Kawana Springs Road, then 
southerly, excluding Petaluma Hill Road, to Snyder Lane, along Snyder Lane to the Rohnert 
Park city limits, following the Rohnert Park city limit to, but not including, Keiser Avenue, then 
easterly to the top of Sonoma Mountain, then southward generally following the ridge of 
Sonoma Mountain to its intersection with Stage Gulch Road (Hwy. 116), then east on Stage 
Gulch Road (Hwy. 116) to Arnold Drive (excluding the Chantrelle, Creekside Village and 
Temelec developments north of Stage Gulch Road), and then south along Arnold Drive (Hwy. 
116 and 121) to its intersection with Sears Point Road (Hwy. 37), at Tolay Creek. 
 
Petaluma Area:  Serving the unincorporated areas south and east of Petaluma, including along 
the Hwy. 101 corridor south of the Petaluma city limits and the eastern side of Petaluma, 
bounded on the south by Frates Road, on the east by Old Adobe Road to Washington Street, then 
westerly to Ely Road at Bionda Lane, then northerly along Ely Road to Corona Road, then west 
to the Petaluma city limits. 
 
Southwest Santa Rosa Zone 
 
This zone consists of high density development areas that are unincorporated County islands 
within the incorporated southwest area of the City of Santa Rosa. Generally these unincorporated 
islands are within the area bounded along the north by Hwy 12, bounded on the east by Hwy 
101, bounded on the south by West Robles Avenue, and bounded on the west by South Wright 
Road. They specifically are as shown on the Southwest Santa Rosa Zone map included in this 
Exhibit D. 
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Larkfield Zone 
 
The boundary of this zone is equal to the Larkfield Urban Service Boundary on file with the 
Sonoma County Department of Permit and Resource Management a copy of which is included in 
this Exhibit D.  
 
Sebastopol/South Sonoma County Zone 
 
Sebastopol Area:  Unincorporated area adjacent to and surrounding the City of Sebastopol, 
serving residences and businesses inside a boundary line initially going south, following 
Watertrough Road from its intersection with Bodega Highway, onto Pleasant Hill Road, then 
east and continuing north on Bloomfield Road, to Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116), then east on 
Cooper Road to its end, then continuing easterly to Llano Road at its intersection with Ludwig 
Ave., continuing east on Ludwig to Wright Road, then north on Wright Road to the intersection 
with Occidental Road, then west on Occidental Road to Gravenstein Hwy. (Hwy. 116), then 
south to Mill Station Road, then west on Mill Station approximately 1/2 mile, then south to the 
intersection of Bodega Hwy. with Water Trough Road. 
 
South Sonoma County Area:  Unincorporated area serving residences and businesses inside a 
boundary line starting at the south end of the County on the west side of Tolay Creek, then west 
and north along the County line to Highway 1, then north to its intersection with Valley Ford 
Road, then easterly on Valley Ford Road to Roblar Road, then east on Roblar Road to Peterson 
Road, then north on Peterson Road to Blank Road, continuing north on Blank Road to 
Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116), then southeast on Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116) to Stony 
Point Road, then north on Stony Point Road to Wilfred Avenue, then east on Wilfred Avenue to 
the city limits of Rohnert Park, then turning south and following the Rohnert Park and Cotati city 
limits, continuing north to Keiser Avenue, then east on Keiser Ave. to Petaluma Hill Road, then 
south on Petaluma Hill Road (serving both sides of the road), to Anderson Lane, then southeast 
to Pressley Road at its intersection with Lichau Road, then along Lichau Road (serving both 
sides of the road) to its end, then southward generally following the ridge of Sonoma Mountain 
to its intersection with Stage Gulch Road (Hwy. 116), then west on Stage Gulch Road (Hwy. 
116) to Arnold Drive, then south along Arnold Drive (Hwy. 116 and 121) to its intersection with 
Sears Point Road (Hwy. 137), then continuing south following the west bank of Tolay Creek to 
its mouth on San Pablo Bay. 
 
Cloverdale Zone 
 
The unincorporated northeast corner of Sonoma County surrounding the City of Cloverdale 
serving residences and businesses inside a boundary line starting at the northeast corner of Sec. 
4, T11N, R11W, then south to the center of Lake Sonoma in Sec. 4, T10N, R11W, then 
southeasterly approximately 3 miles following the Lake Sonoma basin, then east, crossing 
Dutcher Creek Road just south of Knecht Road, crossing Highway 101 at Seghesio Road, to the 
intersection of Barr Ranch Road and Ridge Oaks Road, then northeasterly, crossing Geysers 
Road at its intersection with Geysers Resort Road, to the Sonoma/Lake County line at the 
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northeast corner of Sec. 1, T11N, R9W, then continuing westerly along the County line back to 
the northeast corner of Sec. 4, T11N, R11W. 
 
Pacific Coast Zone 
 
The northwest coastal area of Sonoma County serving Sea Ranch, Annapolis and other 
residences and businesses inside a boundary line starting at Highway 1 at the south boundary of 
Fort Ross State Historic Park, continuing north along the Pacific Coast to the Mendocino County 
line, then east along the County line to a point at Sec. 30, T11N, R13W, then southeasterly to the 
southwest corner of Sec. 19, T10N, R12W, then south to the southwest corner of Sec. 6, T9N, 
R12W, then southeast to Sec. 11, T8N, R11W, then westerly to the Pacific Coast, just south of 
Fort Ross State Historic Park, including the western four miles of Fort Ross Road. 
 
Sunrise Zone 
 
The Russian River and central coastal area of Sonoma County serving residences and businesses 
inside a boundary line starting at Highway 1 at its intersection with Willow Creek Road (south 
side of Russian River), then north along the Pacific Coast to south boundary of Fort Ross State 
Historic Park, then easterly to the intersection of Meyers Grade Road, then generally easterly 
encompassing Russian River communities, including Duncan Mills, Monte Rio, Guerneville, Rio 
Nido, and Mirabel Heights to the Wohler Bridge at Westside Road then southerly encompassing 
Forestville, to Guerneville Road, just west of (not including) Vine Hill Road, then south along 
Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116) to Green Valley Road, then west along Green Valley Road to 
its intersection with Harrison Grade Road, then westerly, crossing Bohemian Highway north of 
Camp Meeker, and continuing back to the Pacific Coast at the mouth of the Russian River. 
 
West Sonoma County Zone 
 
Southwest coastal area of Sonoma County serving residences and businesses inside a boundary 
line starting at Highway 1 at its intersection with Valley Ford Road, north along the Pacific 
Coast to Willow Creek Road, then easterly inclusive of Willow Creek Road, Camp Meeker, 
Stoetz Lane, and Harrison Grade Road to its intersection with Green Valley Road, then east on 
Green Valley Road to Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116), then south on Gravenstein Hwy. to 
Mill Station Road, then west on Mill Station Road approximately 1/2 mile, then south to the 
intersection of Bodega Highway with Watertrough Road, south along Water Trough Road onto 
Pleasant Hill Road, then east and continuing north on Bloomfield Road to Gravenstein Highway 
(Hwy. 116), then north on Gravenstein Hwy. to Cooper Road, then east on Cooper Road to its 
end, then continuing easterly to Llano Road at its intersection with Ludwig Avenue, continuing 
east on Ludwig Ave. to Wright Road, then easterly following the southern city limits of Santa 
Rosa to Petaluma Hill Road, then south along Petaluma Hill Road (serving both sides of the 
road) to Snyder Lane, south on Snyder Lane to the city limits of Rohnert Park then westerly 
along the northern city limits of Rohnert Park to Wilfred Avenue, then west on Wilfred Ave. to 
Stony Point Road, then south on Stony Point Road to Gravenstein Highway (Hwy. 116), then 
northwest on Gravenstein Highway to Hessel Road to Blank Road, then south on Blank Road to 
Peterson Road, then south on Peterson Road to Roblar Road, then west on Roblar Road to Valley 
Ford Road, then west on Valley Ford Road to Highway 1.

of the State of California (“County”). 

R E C I T A L S 
 A. __________________ a ______________ corporation, as contractor  
(“Contractor”), and County are parties to that certain [Agreement] dated as of 
___________________, 20___ (the “Agreement”) pursuant to which Contractor has agreed to 
____________________________________.  Initially capitalized terms used herein without 
definition will have the meaning given such term in the Agreement. 

 B. To induce County to enter into the Agreement and consummate the transactions 
contemplated thereby, Guarantor has agreed to enter into this Guaranty. 

 C. Guarantor is an affiliate of Contractor. 
 D. Without this Guaranty, County would not have entered into the Agreement.  
Therefore, in consideration of County’s execution of the Agreement, Guarantor has agreed to 
execute this Guaranty. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing Recitals, and for other good and 
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, Guarantor 
agrees as follows: 

 1. Guaranty.  Guarantor guarantees to County and its successors and assigns, the 
full and prompt payment and performance when due of all of the obligations of Contractor 
arising out of, in connection with, under or related to the Agreement.  The obligations guaranteed 
pursuant to this Guaranty are collectively referred to herein as the “Guaranteed Obligations.”   

 2. Unconditional Obligations.  This Guaranty is a guaranty of payment and 
performance and not of collection and is an absolute, unconditional and irrevocable guarantee of 
the full and prompt payment and performance when due of all of the Guaranteed Obligations, 
whether or not from time to time reduced or extinguished or hereafter increased or incurred; 
whether or not recovery may be, or hereafter may become, barred by any statute of limitations or 
otherwise; provided, however, that this Guaranty shall not be enforceable against Guarantor to 
the extent (and only to the extent) it is determined or has been determined not to be enforceable 
either by an arbitrator pursuant to the Dispute Resolution Provision in the Agreement (the 
“Dispute Resolution Provision”) or by a court of competent jurisdiction that the Guaranteed 
Obligations are not enforceable against Contractor.  If any payment made by Contractor or any 
other Person and applied to the Guaranteed Obligations is at any time annulled, set aside, 
rescinded, invalidated, declared to be fraudulent or preferential or otherwise required to be repaid 
or refunded, then, to the extent of such payment or repayment, the liability of Guarantor will be 
and remain in full force and effect as fully as if such payment had never been made.  Guarantor 
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covenants that this Guaranty will not be fulfilled or discharged, except by the complete payment 
and performance of the Guaranteed Obligations, whether by the primary obligor or Guarantor 
under this Guaranty.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Guarantor’s obligations 
hereunder will not be released, discharged or otherwise affected by (a) any change in the 
Agreement or the obligations thereunder, or any insolvency, bankruptcy or similar proceeding 
affecting Contractor, Guarantor or their respective assets; and (b) the existence of any claim or 
set-off which Contractor has or Guarantor may have against County, whether in connection with 
this Guaranty or any unrelated transaction, except and only to the extent any claim or set-off is 
actually allowed either by an arbitrator pursuant to the Dispute Resolution Provision or by a 
court of competent jurisdiction, provided that nothing in this Guaranty will be deemed a waiver 
by Guarantor of any claim or prevent the assertion of any claim by separate suit.  This Guaranty 
will in all respects be a continuing, absolute, and unconditional guaranty irrespective of the 
genuineness, validity, regularity or enforceability of the Guaranteed Obligations or any part 
thereof or any instrument or agreement evidencing any of the Guaranteed Obligations or relating 
thereto, or the existence, validity, enforceability, perfection, or extent of any collateral therefor or 
any other circumstances relating to the Guaranteed Obligations which might otherwise constitute 
a defense to the Guaranteed Obligations or this Guaranty, except and only to the extent such 
defenses are adjudicated or have been adjudicated either by an arbitrator pursuant to the Dispute 
Resolution Provision or by a court of competent jurisdiction.    

 3. Independent Obligations.  Guarantor agrees that the Guaranteed Obligations are 
independent of the obligations of Contractor and if any default occurs hereunder, a separate 
action or actions may be brought and prosecuted against Guarantor whether or not Contractor is 
joined therein.  County may maintain successive actions for other defaults of Guarantor.  
County’s rights hereunder will not be exhausted by the exercise of any of its rights or remedies 
or by any such action or by any number of successive actions until and unless all Guaranteed 
Obligations have been paid and fully performed. 

  a. Guarantor agrees that County may enforce this Guaranty, at any time and 
from time to time, without the necessity of resorting to or exhausting any security or collateral 
and without the necessity of proceeding against Contractor.  Guarantor hereby waives the right to 
require County to proceed against Contractor, to exercise any right or remedy under the 
Agreement or to pursue any other remedy or to enforce any other right. 

  b. Guarantor will continue to be subject to this Guaranty notwithstanding:  
(i) any modification, agreement or stipulation between or among Contractor or County or their 
respective successors and assigns, with respect to the Agreement or the Guaranteed Obligations; 
(ii) any waiver of or failure to enforce any of the terms, covenants or conditions contained in the 
Agreement or any modification thereof; (iii) any release of Contractor from any liability with 
respect to the Agreement; or (iv) any release or subordination of any collateral then held by 
County as security for the performance by Contractor of the Guaranteed Obligations. 

  c. The Guaranteed Obligations are not conditional or contingent upon the 
pursuit by County of any remedies which County either now has or may hereafter have with 
respect thereto under the Agreement. 
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 4. Liability of Guarantor. 
  a. County may enforce this Guaranty upon the occurrence of a breach by 
Contractor of any of the Guaranteed Obligations (following the expiration of any notice and cure 
period set forth in the Agreement and applicable to such breach), notwithstanding the existence 
of any dispute between or among County, Contractor with respect to the existence of such a 
breach.   

  b. Guarantor’s performance of some, but not all, of the Guaranteed 
Obligations will in no way limit, affect, modify or abridge Guarantor’s liability for those 
Guaranteed Obligations that have not been performed.  

  c. County, upon such terms as it deems appropriate, without notice or 
demand and without affecting the validity or enforceability of this Guaranty or giving rise to any 
reduction, limitation, impairment, discharge or termination of Guarantor’s liability hereunder, 
from time to time may (i) with respect to the financial obligations of Contractor, renew, extend, 
accelerate, increase the rate of interest on, or otherwise change the time, place, manner or terms 
of payment of financial obligations that are Guaranteed Obligations, and/or subordinate the 
payment of the same to the payment of any other obligations, (ii) settle, compromise, release or 
discharge, or accept or refuse any offer of performance with respect to, or substitutions for, the 
Guaranteed Obligations or any agreement relating thereto, (iii) request and accept other 
guarantees of the Guaranteed Obligations and take and hold security for the payment of this 
Guaranty or the Guaranteed Obligations, (iv) release, surrender, exchange, substitute, 
compromise, settle, rescind, waive, alter, subordinate or modify, with or without consideration, 
any security for performance of the Guaranteed Obligations, any other guarantees of the 
Guaranteed Obligations, or any other obligation of any Person with respect to the Guaranteed 
Obligations, (v) enforce and apply any security hereafter held by or for the benefit of County in 
respect of this Guaranty or the Guaranteed Obligations and direct the order or manner of sale 
thereof, or exercise any other right or remedy that County may have against any such security, as 
County in its discretion may determine, and (vi) exercise any other rights available to it under the 
Agreement. 

  d. This Guaranty and the obligations of Guarantor hereunder will be valid 
and enforceable and will not be subject to any reduction, limitation, impairment, discharge or 
termination for any reason (other than indefeasible performance in full of the Guaranteed 
Obligations), including without limitation the occurrence of any of the following, whether or not 
Guarantor will have had notice or knowledge of any of them:  (i) any failure or omission to assert 
or enforce or agreement or election not to assert or enforce, or the stay or enjoining, by order of 
court, by operation of law or otherwise, of the exercise or enforcement of, any claim or demand 
or any right, power or remedy (whether arising under the Agreement, at law, in equity or 
otherwise) with respect to the Guaranteed Obligations or any agreement or instrument relating 
thereto; (ii) any rescission, waiver, amendment or modification of, or any consent to departure 
from, any of the terms or provisions (including without limitation provisions relating to events of 
default) of the Agreement; (iii) County’s consent to the change, reorganization or termination of 
the corporate structure or existence of Contractor; and (iv) any defenses, set-offs or 
counterclaims Contractor may allege or assert against County in respect of the Guaranteed 
Obligations, including but not limited to failure of consideration, breach of warranty, payment, 
statute of frauds, statute of limitations, accord and satisfaction and usury, or any other act or 
thing or omission, or delay to do any other act or thing, which may or might in any manner or to 
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any extent vary the risk of Guarantor as an obligor in respect of the Guaranteed Obligations 
except and only to the extent any defenses, set-offs, or counterclaims are actually allowed either 
by the arbitrator pursuant to the Dispute Resolution Provision or by a court of competent 
jurisdiction. 

  e. It is the intent of the parties that the Guarantor’s liability for the 
Guaranteed Obligations shall be limited to that of Contractor, and that this instrument shall not 
impose greater obligations upon the Guarantor than would be owed to the County by Contractor.  
Any final determination either by an arbitrator pursuant to the Dispute Resolution Provision or 
by a court of competent jurisdiction with respect to any of the Guaranteed Obligations shall 
establish the limits of this Guaranty with respect thereto.  Nothing in this Section shall affect the 
enforceability of the Guarantor’s waiver of defenses, subrogation rights, and reimbursement 
rights set forth in Sections 5 and 6.  

 5. Waivers.  To the fullest extent permitted by law,  Guarantor hereby waives and 
agrees not to assert or take advantage of:  (a) any right to require County to proceed against 
Contractor or any other Person or to proceed against or exhaust any security held by County at 
any time or to pursue any right or remedy under the Agreement or any other remedy in County’s 
power before proceeding against Guarantor; (b) any defense that may arise by reason of the 
incapacity, lack of authority, death or disability of, or revocation hereby by Guarantor, 
Contractor or any other Person or the failure of County to file or enforce a claim against the 
estate (either in administration, bankruptcy or any other proceeding) of any such Person; (c) any 
defense that may arise by reason of any presentment, demand for payment or performance or 
otherwise, protest or notice of any other kind or lack thereof; (d) any right or defense arising out 
of an election of remedies by County even though the election of remedies, such as nonjudicial 
foreclosure with respect to any security for the Guaranteed Obligations, has destroyed the 
Guarantor’s rights of subrogation and reimbursement against Contractor by the operation of 
Section 580d of the Code of Civil Procedure or otherwise; (e) all notices to Guarantor, to 
Contractor or to any other Person, including, but not limited to, notices of the acceptance of this 
Guaranty or the creation, renewal, extension, modification, accrual of any of the obligations of 
Contractor under the Agreement, or of default in the payment or performance of any such 
obligations, enforcement of any right or remedy with respect thereto or notice of any other 
matters relating thereto; (f) any requirements of diligence or promptness on the part of County; 
(g)  any defense based upon any statute or rule of law which provides that the obligation of a 
surety must be neither larger in amount nor in other respects more burdensome than that of the 
principal or which reduces a surety’s or guarantor’s obligation in proportion to the principal 
obligation, including, without limitation, all rights and benefits under Section 2809 of the 
California Civil Code purporting to reduce a guarantor’s obligation in proportion to the 
obligation of the principal; (h) any defense based upon any act or omission of County which 
directly or indirectly results in or aids the discharge or release of Contractor, Guarantor or any 
security given or held by County in connection with the Guaranteed Obligations; (i) any and all 
suretyship defenses under applicable law including, but not limited to, any defense under 
Sections 2787 through 2855, inclusive, of the California Civil Code; and (j) any statute of 
limitations affecting Guarantor’s liability hereunder or the enforcement thereof. 

 6. Waiver of Subrogation and Rights of Reimbursement.  Until the Guaranteed 
Obligations have been indefeasibly paid in full, Guarantor waives any claim, right or remedy 
which it may now have or may hereafter acquire against Contractor that arises from the 
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performance of Guarantor hereunder, including, without limitation, any claim, right or remedy of 
subrogation, reimbursement, exoneration, contribution, or indemnification, or participation in 
any claim, right or remedy of County against Contractor, or any other security or collateral that 
County now has or hereafter acquires, whether or not such claim, right or remedy arises in 
equity, under contract, by statute, under common law or otherwise.   

 7. Waivers by Guarantor if Real Property Security.  If the Guaranteed 
Obligations are or become secured by real property or an estate for years, Guarantor waives all 
rights and defenses that Guarantor may have because the Guaranteed Obligations are secured by 
real property.  This means, among other things: 

  a. County may collect from Guarantor without first foreclosing on any real 
or personal property collateral pledged by Contractor. 

  b. If County forecloses on any real property collateral pledged by Contractor: 

   (1) The amount of the Guaranteed Obligation may be reduced only by the 
price for which that collateral is sold at the foreclosure sale, even if the collateral is 
worth more than the sale price. 

   (2) County may collect from Guarantor even if County, by foreclosing on 
the real property collateral, has destroyed any right Guarantor may have to collect 
from Contractor. 

This is an unconditional and irrevocable waiver of any rights and defenses Guarantor may have 
because the Guaranteed Obligations secured by real property.  These rights and defenses include, 
but are not limited to, any rights or defenses based upon Section 580a, 580b, 580d, or 726 of the 
Code of Civil Procedure. 

 8. Default; Cumulative Rights.  The County may declare Guarantor in default 
under this Guaranty for any failure to fully perform and discharge its obligations and liabilities 
under this Guaranty.  Guarantor and the County specifically agree that, in addition to any and all 
remedies at law or in equity that the County may have, the County shall be entitled to the remedy 
of specific performance of any of the provisions and obligations to be performed by Guarantor 
under this Guaranty and that the County shall be entitled to any other provisional remedies 
incidental to enforcing such specific performance, including, without limitation, the granting of 
appropriate injunctive relief.  All rights, powers and remedies of County hereunder will be in 
addition to and not in lieu of all other rights, powers and remedies given to County, whether at 
law, in equity or otherwise. 

 9. Representations and Warranties.  Guarantor represents and warrants that: 

  a. it is a corporation duly organized, validly existing, and in good standing 
under the laws of the State of ____________ and qualified to do business and is in good standing 
under the laws of the State of California; 

  b. it has all requisite corporate power and authority to execute, deliver and 
perform this Guaranty; 

  c. the execution, delivery, and performance by Guarantor of this Guaranty 
have been duly authorized by all necessary corporate action on the part of Guarantor; 
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  d. this Guaranty has been duly executed and delivered and constitutes the 
legal, valid and binding obligation of Guarantor, enforceable against Guarantor in accordance 
with its terms;  

  e. neither the execution nor delivery of this Guaranty nor compliance with or 
fulfillment of the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, will conflict with, result in a material 
breach or violation of the terms, conditions, or provisions of, or constitute a material default, an 
event of default, or an event creating rights of acceleration, termination, or cancellation, or a loss 
of rights under (1) the certificate of incorporation or by-laws of Guarantor, (2) any judgment, 
decree, order, contract, agreement, indenture, instrument, note, mortgage, lease, governmental 
permit, or other authorization, right restriction, or obligation to which Guarantor is a party or any 
of its property is subject or by which Guarantor is bound, or (3) any federal, state, or local law, 
statute, ordinance, rule or regulation applicable to Guarantor; 

  f. it now has and will continue to have full and complete access to any and 
all information concerning the transactions contemplated by the Agreement or referred to 
therein, and the financial status of Contractor and its ability to perform the Guaranteed 
Obligations; 

  g. it has reviewed and approved copies of the Agreement and is fully 
informed of the remedies County may pursue, with or without notice to Contractor or any other 
Person, in the event of default of any of the Guaranteed Obligations; 

  h. it has made and so long as the Guaranteed Obligations (or any portion 
thereof) remain unsatisfied, it will make its own credit analysis of Contractor and will keep itself 
fully informed as to all aspects of the financial condition of Contractor, the performance of the 
Guaranteed Obligations of all circumstances bearing upon the risk of nonpayment or 
nonperformance of the Guaranteed Obligations.  Guarantor hereby waives and relinquishes any 
duty on the part of County to disclose any matter, fact or thing relating to the business, 
operations or conditions of Contractor now known or hereafter known by County; 

  i. no consent, authorization, approval, order, license, certificate, or permit or 
act of or from, or declaration or filing with, any governmental authority or any party to any 
contract, agreement, instrument, lease, or license to which Guarantor is a party or by which 
Guarantor is bound, is required for the execution, delivery, or compliance with the terms hereof 
by Guarantor, except as have been obtained prior to the date hereof; and 

  j. there is no pending or, to the best of its knowledge, threatened action, suit, 
proceeding, arbitration, litigation, or investigation of or before any Governmental Authority 
which challenges the validity or enforceability of this Guaranty. 

 10. Governing Law.  The validity, interpretation and effect of this Guaranty are 
governed by and will be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of California 
applicable to contracts made and performed in such State and without regard to conflicts of law 
doctrines. 

 11. Entire Document.  This Guaranty contains the entire agreement of Guarantor 
with respect to the transactions contemplated hereby, and supersede all negotiations, 
representations, warranties, commitments, offers, contracts and writings prior to the date hereof, 
written or oral, with respect to the subject matter hereof.  No waiver, modification or amendment 
of any provision of this Guaranty is effective unless made in writing and duly signed by County 
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referring specifically to this Guaranty, and then only to the specific purpose, extent and interest 
so provided. 

 12. Severability.  If any provision of this Guaranty is determined to be unenforceable 
for any reason by a court of competent jurisdiction, it will be adjusted rather than voided, to 
achieve the intent of the parties and all of the provisions not deemed unenforceable will be 
deemed valid and enforceable to the greatest extent possible. 

 13. Notices.  Any communication, notice or demand of any kind whatsoever under 
this Guaranty shall be in writing and delivered by personal service (including express or courier 
service), by electronic communication, whether by telex, telegram or telecopying (if confirmed 
in writing sent by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested), or by 
registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, addressed as follows:

 Either Guarantor or County may from time to time change its address for the purpose of 
notices by a similar notice specifying a new address, but no such change is effective until it is 
actually received by the party sought to be charged with its contents. 

 All notices and other communications required or permitted under this Guaranty which 
are addressed as provided in this Section 13 are effective upon delivery, if delivered personally 
or by overnight mail, and, are effective five (5) days following deposit in the United States mail, 
postage prepaid if delivered by mail. 
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 14. Captions.  The captions of the various Sections of this Guaranty have been 
inserted only for convenience of reference and do not modify, explain, enlarge or restrict any of 
the provisions of this Guaranty.   

 15. Assignability.  This Guaranty is binding upon and inures to the benefit of the 
successors and assigns of Guarantor and County, but is not assignable by Guarantor without the 
prior written consent of County, which consent may be granted or withheld in County’s sole 
discretion.  Any assignment by Guarantor effected in accordance with this Section 15 will not 
relieve Guarantor of its obligations and liabilities under this Guaranty.  The sale or other 
disposition of a majority in interest of the shares of Guarantor or the sale, transfer, or disposition 
(including by merger) of substantially all of the assets of Guarantor shall be deemed an 
assignment of this Guaranty subject to consent as required herein.   

 16. Construction of Agreement.  Ambiguities or uncertainties in the wording of this 
Guaranty will not be construed for or against any party, but will be construed in the manner that 
most accurately reflects the parties’ intent as of the date hereof.   

 17. No Waiver.  Any forbearance or failure to exercise, and any delay by County in 
exercising, any right, power or remedy hereunder will not impair any such right, power or 
remedy or be construed to be a waiver thereof, nor will it preclude the further exercise of any 
such right, power or remedy. 

 18. Bankruptcy; Post-Petition Interest; Reinstatement of Guaranty.   

  (a) The obligations of Guarantor under this Guaranty will not be reduced, 
limited, impaired, discharged, deferred, suspended or terminated by any proceeding, voluntary or 
involuntary, involving the bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership, reorganization, liquidation or 
arrangement of Contractor or by any defense which Contractor may have by reason of the order, 
decree or decision of any court or administrative body resulting from any such proceeding.  
County is not obligated to file any claim relating to the Guaranteed Obligations if Contractor 
becomes subject to a bankruptcy, reorganization, or similar proceeding, and the failure of County 
so to file will not affect Guarantor’s obligations under this Guaranty. 

  (b) Guarantor acknowledges and agrees that any interest on any portion of the 
Guaranteed Obligations which accrues after the commencement of any proceeding referred to in 
clause (a) above (or, if interest on any portion of the Guaranteed Obligations ceases to accrue by 
operation of law by reason of the commencement of said proceeding, such interest as would have 
accrued on such portion of the Guaranteed Obligations if said proceedings had not been 
commenced) will be included in the Guaranteed Obligations because it is the intention of 
Guarantor and County that the Guaranteed Obligations should be determined without regard to 
any rule of law or order which may relieve Contractor of any portion of such Guaranteed 
Obligations.  Guarantor will permit any trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, debtor in possession, 
assignee for the benefit of creditors or any similar person to pay County, or allow the claim of 
County in respect of, any such interest accruing after the date on which such proceeding is 
commenced. 

 19. Attorneys’ Fees.   Should any litigation be commenced under this Guaranty, the 
successful party in such litigation shall be entitled to recover, in addition to such other relief as 
the court may award, its reasonable attorneys’ fees, expert witness fees, litigation related 
expenses, and court or other costs incurred in such litigation.  For purposes of this clause, the 
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term “successful party” means the net winner of the dispute, taking into account the claims 
pursued, the claims on which the pursuing party was successful, the amount of money sought, 
the amount of money awarded, and offsets or counterclaims pursued (successfully or 
unsuccessfully) by the other party.  If a written settlement offer is rejected and the judgment or 
award finally obtained is equal to or more favorable to the offeror than an offer made in writing 
to settle, the offeror is deemed to be the successful party from the date of the offer forward. 

 20. CONSENT TO JURISDICTION.  GUARANTOR AND THE COUNTY 
AGREE THAT ANY ACTION OR PROCEEDING TO RESOLVE A DISPUTE BETWEEN 
GUARANTOR AND COUNTY CONCERNING THE INTERPRETATION, APPLICATION 
OR ENFORCEMENT OF THE TERMS OF THIS GUARANTY MAY ONLY BE BROUGHT 
IN SUPERIOR COURT FOR THE COUNTY OF SONOMA OR U.S. DISTRICT COURT FOR 
THE NORTHERN DISTRICT OF CALIFORNIA.  EACH OF GUARANTOR AND COUNTY 
ACCEPTS FOR ITSELF AND IN CONNECTION WITH ITS PROPERTIES, GENERALLY 
AND UNCONDITIONALLY, THE JURISDICTION OF THE AFORESAID COURTS AND 
WAIVES ANY DEFENSE OF FORUM NON CONVENIENS.  IF NOT A RESIDENT OF 
THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA, GUARANTOR MUST APPOINT AND MAINTAIN AN 
AGENT FOR SERVICE OF PROCESS IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA.
